Apprenticeship Information

Our Electrical Apprenticeship training is provided by the – Wyoming Joint Apprenticeship and Training Committee (WJATC) – and is administered by the IBEW and NECA (International Brotherhood of Electrical Workers and National Electrical Contractors Association). If you are interested in an Electrical Apprenticeship you can call our Office and make an appointment to meet with our Membership Development Representative, at a time that is convenient for you, (307 632 5944). The Apprenticeship Program is a joint effort of the IBEW and NECA. It is a Four (4) year program, in which you will receive a minimum of 8000 hours of – On the Job Training (OJT) – and 900 hours of classroom Instruction. We have Two (2) full time Instructors, and we have a  Hands-On instruction facility at the Training Center.
We have Three (3) requirements to be able to receive an application:

1) High School Diploma or G.E.D.
2) You must have at least One (1) full credit of Algebra (High School or above)

3) Valid Drivers license

If you meet these requirements, then, we will have you fill out an application request form, then we will fax it to the JATC, and they will issue you an application*. You must complete the application and return it to the JATC office with the required documentation. If you meet the requirements you will be notified when to report for an Aptitude test. Once you have passed the Aptitude test then you will be scheduled for an interview. When you have completed these Two (2) requirements, you will have earned a score, and you will be placed on the list, to be put to work according to your score. The Aptitude tests are on the 3rd Friday of each month, and the Interviews are on the 2nd Wednesday of each month. Both the Aptitude Test, and Interviews are at the Office in Cheyenne**.
